Welcome to Geography 258 Lab section! Your lab sections are designed to give you some hands-on experience with maps while working on the concepts covered in lecture. They are designed to be low-stress, cooperative, and (we hope) fun.

Geog 258 Section meetings

Important information will be communicated during lab time.  It is the student’s responsibility to attend every section.  If you miss either lecture or section it is your responsibility to get the information discussed from one of your peers. You may use your section’s e-mail list to ask your TA and/or your classmates questions about the course material.

Lab assignments will be given out in section. Most assignments will be completed in groups. It is much easier to accomplish group work in section, so we suggest you come to all the sections. If you cannot come to section and therefore must miss an assignment, let the TA know beforehand and s/he will try to arrange for a make-up assignment.
The lab meetings will mostly be held in Smith 415, the Geography Collaboratory. This space was designed for use of computers in groups. There are six tables, so each group may have four or five students. 

Lab Assignments

Each lab assignment will involve group effort. There will be a list of questions to answer. The group will be responsible for answering these questions and listing the names of each member of the group on the answer sheet. Students who miss the lab event will have to submit their answer sheet individually. Assignments and answer sheets will be available on the course website. All assignments are due in section the week following the assignment. No late assignments will be accepted except under extraordinary circumstances.
Lab assignments are designed to assist you in making connections, not in assessing your progress. Assignments will receive one of three possible grades: 

· Full credit (5 or 6 points) for work that is complete and comprehensive;

· 3 points for completed work that does not show careful thought or otherwise is lacking in effort, work that is illegible, etc.;

· 0 points for unacceptable or incomplete work. 

Please remember, the Collaboratory space is scheduled for other classes. You will need to schedule your work around these classes. A lab schedule is posted on the Collab door. In most cases your assignments can be completed using computers in other facilities on campus. Also, you may use Geography computers in Smith 411 and those computers in the half of the classroom nearest the door in Smith 401. (These rooms should not be used if you need loud group discussion, however.)
